You can 

choose to print a special cer-

tificate upon completing the 

donation process, or request 

that an acknowledgement of 

your gift be mailed on your 

behalf.  If you donôt want to 

make a tribute gift, simply 

click ñnextò to move on. 

4.  Enter your name, address 

and billing information.  To 

make an online gift, you must 

also enter an e -mail address.  

At that time, you can choose 

to receive e -mail communica-

tions from Shriners Hospitals 

for Children, including a 

monthly e -newsletter with 

stories about patients, re-

search efforts and more. 

(Note: If you choose not to 

receive e -mail communica-

tions, you will still receive 

your donation confirmation 

via e -mail.)  

5.  Click ñnextò and carefully re-

view the transaction sum-

mary page.  When your are 

sure you entered everything 

correctly, click ñsubmit.ò  To 

avoid multiple charges, click 

the submit button only once.  

After your gift has been proc-

essed, an e -mail with your 

gift  information will be e -

mailed to you for tax pur-

poses.
